An American service member was killed Thursday during a rare joint mission by U.S.
special forces and Kurdish fighters to free prisoners of Islamic State in Iraq, the first
American combat death in the country in four years, officials said.

The Americans were meant to play a supporting role in the early-morning raid by piloting
as many as five helicopters that ferried Kurdish Peshmerga forces to the site of the raid,
U.S. officials said.

But when the Kurdish fighters got pinned down by heavy Islamic State fire, the U.S.
forces jumped in to provide covering fire, resulting in the American® death.

The operation raised thorny questions about President Barack Obamad pledge to
maintain an advise-and-assist mission in Irag while keeping the more than 3,500
American troops deployed there out of harm& way.

American officials said the special forces did what they were supposed to do by aiding
their partners.

They said the operation doesnd necessarily reflect deepening involvement in Iraq.
[The next article below quotes the Secreatry Of Defense explaining there will be a
deepening involvement in Iraq.

But the American& deathd while on foot and firing his weapon directly at the enemyd
illustrates just how quickly standard procedures can be discarded amid the pressures of
battle.
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A U.S. defense official said commanders asked for and got a special authority
from Defense Secretary Ash Carter on Wednesday to allow them to participate in a
direct action operation.

Mr. Obama was notified of the operation but didna sign off on it, White House officials
said.

As many as 30 Americans took part in the operation, which aimed to free 17 Kurdish
fighters known as Peshmerga at a prison facility held by Islamic State near the town of
Hawija, U.S. officials said.

When they reached the prison, they found many more prisoners than they had
expected. But they didnd find the Peshmerga fighters they originally intended to
rescue, raising questions of the quality of the intelligence that led the force there
in the first place. [No shit?]

Of the 70 people rescued, American officials said 20 were members of Iraqi security
forces including Sunni Arabs, as well as a number of other unidentified civilians.

The U.S. backed the Kurdish force by providing assistance including helicopters,
intelligence, advice, and logistics.

The American commandos used at least five helicopters in the raid, U.S. and Iraqi
officials said.

The prison, almost 150 miles north of Baghdad, was located in the former home of an
Iraqgi judge that had been seized by Islamic State, said Najmaldin Karim, the governor of
Kirkuk province where the town of Hawija is located. The building also served as
headquarters for the extremist group, he said.

As the operation unfolded, a firefight ensued between the Kurdish forces and Islamic
State fighters guarding the facility, Col. Warren said.

When it became clear to the U.S. force that the rescue mission might have to be
aborted, the Americans inserted themselves into the battle.

The U.S. conducted airstrikes before and after the operation to isolate the compound
where the prisoners were held. The bombing campaign destroyed nearby bridges,
checkpoints and roads to prevent reinforcements from attacking the commandos.
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U.S. officials justified the operation, saying intelligence suggested the prisoners were in

While the American and Peshmerga fighters who planned the mission werend aware
that the killings were likely, they were tipped by intelligence from American drones that
showed fresh mass graves dug around the prison compound, American officials said.

Pentagon officials said important intelligence was recovered from the site, but they didnda
provide any further details.

The operation sparked anger from Shiite militia leaders in Iragq, some of whom have
already pledged to attack U.S. soldiers if they return to the country in a combat capacity.

Haji Adel, a leading officer in hard-line Shiite cleric Mogtada al-Sadr& Saraya Salam
militia, said the Americans had only launched the raid to recover their declining stature
and influence in the face of growing Russian influence in the region.

Despite political pressure from Turkey that American support for Kurdish forces could
embolden the Kurdish push for autonomy, many U.S. military officials recognize the
effectiveness of the Kurdish forces. Mr. Carter, the defense chief, is said to be
particularly amenable to assisting the Kurds.

The Peshmerga approached the U.S. about assisting them in the rescue mission some
weeks ago, U.S. defense officials said. But despite growing trust between American
forces and the Peshmerga, the U.S. resisted accompanying the Kurdish force on the
rescue mission.

It was only when Peshmerga commanders told the Americans that they would conduct
the operation on their own, putting them potentially in grave danger, that the U.S. agreed
to assist them, two U.S. officials said.



Chris Harmer, a military analyst at the Institute for the Study of War, said the operation
showed the Peshmerga forces are getting more comfortable conducting operations and,
despite the complexities, this amounted to a morale boost for Iraqi security forces.

Mr. Harmer said the operation demonstrated a willingness on the part of the U.S.
military to conduct more offensive operations as necessary, he said.

U.S. Government Protests Baghdad

Opening Green Zone To Traffic;
AUS Embassy And Travel By US Officials
Still Under Heavy Security Provided By
American Armed Forceso

Washington - The United States protested Monday the opening of Baghdad& "Green
Zone" to the public, after 12 years of closure of the heavily fortified area home to top
Iraqi political institutions and embassies.

The four-square-mile (10-square-kilometer) International Zone of Baghdad was already
the seat of government power under former president Saddam Hussein and became
known as the Green Zone after the 2003 US-led invasion.

"We have repeated voiced our concerns over the easing of these restrictions," State
Department spokesman Mark Toner told reporters.

"Wede obviously monitoring the security conditions very closely as this easing takes
place, these actions take place, and are going to continue to adjust our security posture
as needed."

The Iragi measure, announced Sunday, still keeps many restrictions.

It offers limited access to the vast area, with most streets still requiring a special badge,
but it is likely to be popular nonetheless and ease traffic congestion.

Toner said the Iragi authorities had kept the US government informed throughout the
process as they prepared to reopen the Green Zone.

US troops withdrew from Baghdad in late 2011, but the US Embassy and travel by
US officials are still under heavy security provided by American armed forces.

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The Taliban continues to press its offensive in southern Afghanistan and is reported to
have advanced within miles of the city of Lashkar Gah, the provincial capital of Helmand
province.

Within the past week, the Taliban has stepped up attacks in the districts of Laskhar Gah,
Nad Ali, and Nahr-i-Sarraj in central Helmand, according to Afghan press reports and the
jihadist group&® propaganda.

The Taliban seized control of the towshlod Babaji
in Nahr-i-Sarraj on Oct. 20, the leader of provincial council& security committee told

Afghan Islamic Press. The jihadist group also claimed it seized Babaji in a statement

released on its propaganda website, Voice of Jihad.

Babaiji is less than five miles north of Lashkar Gah.

The Taliban offensive around Lashkar Gah is similar to the offensive that allowed the
group to take control of Kunduz city in the Afghan north for more than a week at the end
of September. The Taliban seized control of outlying districts in Kunduz and neighboring
province before assaulting the provincial capital. The offensive to seize Kunduz city
began in April 2015.

In Helmand, the Taliban control or contest six of the province® 13 districts, according to
data compiled by The Long War Journal. All of the districts due north of Laskhar Gah &
Baghran, Musa Qala, Kajaki, Sangin, and Now Zad & are controlled or heavily
contested by the jihadist group.

The Taliban uses these districts to assemble its forces and assault Lashkar Gah and
neighboring districts.

If Lashkar Gah falls to the Taliban, it would be the second city to do so this year.
Lashkar Gah isnd the only provincial capital that is under direct threat.

The Taliban pressed an offensive to take control of Ghazni city two weeks ago, but failed
to do so, and remains on the outskirts of the city.

Additionally, Tarin Kot, the capital of Uruzgan province, which borders Helmand to the
north, is also imperiled. Four of the six districts in Uruzgan are heavily contested by the
Taliban.

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KANDAHAR: Panicked residents fled the capital of the opium-rich southern Afghan
province of Helmand today after the Taliban stormed an outlying neighbourhood,
triggering clashes as the insurgents step up offensives around the country.

The Taliban late yesterday seized some police checkpoints in Babaji, a suburb of
Lashkar Gah city, but the interior ministry said commando units mounted a swift counter-
attack, flushing out the militants from the area.

Afghan forces were also battling the Taliban in Nad Ali and Greshk districts close to
Lashkar Gah, where insurgents captured a number of security posts, provincial governor
Mirza Khan Rahimi said.

The fighting, which sent scores of families fleeing to neighbouring provinces, has also
threatened the highway which links the major southern city of Kandahar with Herat and
Kabul.

The province, a Taliban hotbed where US and British troops were involved in years of
fierce fighting, is also one of the world& biggest centres of opium cultivation.

Emboldened by their brief capture of northern Kunduz city late last month, the insurgents
have launched multiple offensives around the country, a development seen as a key test
for overstretched Afghan forces.

Afghan troops were gearing up for a major offensive to retake the district of Ghormach in
northern Faryab province.

As many as two dozen Afghan policemen including the district police chief were feared
to be killed or captured after the Taliban on the weekend overran the district centre close
to the border with Turkmenistan, official said.

Sediqqi declined to give any details about the offensive.

Taliban spokesman Zabiullah Mujahid claimed on his Twitter account that insurgents
had detained the district police chief.

Mohammad Ali Ahmadi, the Deputy Governor of Ghazni province said that the governor
of Jaghato District was traveling in his private vehicle when Taliban ambushed him in Se
Qala area between the provincial capital and Jaghato District this morning.

He said Mohammad Dawoud Gulistani and another man who was traveling with him died
on the spot.

Meanwhile, information released by the police HQ of Ghazni province states that
Gulistani had not given an advance notice to the security organs about his travel.

A member of Ghazni®& provincial council said that the dead body of the governor is still
with Taliban. He said that efforts have been made to convince Taliban to return the
body to his family.

Taliban while claiming responsibility for the attack say that the dead body is in an area
under their control.

Ghazni is comparatively a restive province where terrorist groups including Taliban are
operating in its remote areas.

Most lately they reached to the provincial capital but security forces repelled their attack.
In September, they attacked the central jail of Ghazni and released 355 prisoners
including some detained on terrorism charges.

A group of Taliban militants launched coordinated attack on a military compound
belonging to the Afghan Border Police (ABP) forces in southern Kandahar province.

SANTA CLARA -- A retired San Jose police officer is suing a group of Santa Clara
officers and the city for $2 million over a 2013 traffic stop he asserts was needlessly
violent and potentially racially motivated, according to a federal lawsuit filed this week.

Martin Monica, the plaintiff, is also known for an array of political pursuits that include
unsuccessful bids for Santa Clara County Sheriff, police chief in San Jose and Santa
Clara, and the state Assembly. The Santa Clara City Attorney& Office on Friday
declined to comment on the suit.

The lawsuit says that on Oct. 22, 2013, Monica was driving with his son in his 1992
Honda Accord along Park Avenue in San Jose when was pulled over by Santa
Clara officer Bryan Williams for allegedly not having a front license plate.

Monica, 60, insists he did have a front license plate, and that while he was waiting
for Williams to verify his identity, three other patrol units arrived at the scene.

The suit claims Williams later "aggressively ordered" Monica out of his car and that he
was "grabbed" and "escorted" to the side of the road.

Monica claims due to unspecified medical conditions, he was in a weakened state and
could not quickly comply with orders to sit on the curb.



The officers, he claims, grew "enraged at his slow response,” forced him to sit, beat him
and twisted his arm hard enough to inflict a fracture. Monica also claims the officer
intimidated his son and that he received a traffic citation for not having a front license
plate.

He also contends in the filing that police officers have a habit of stopping "undesirable"
cars and harassing minority drivers to get them to leave the city. Monica repeatedly
identifies himself as Hispanic in the filing.

Monica also claims he told Williams that in addition to being a retired San Jose police
officer, he served as a chief of police in Parlier to "lessen the officer® anxiety level."
Monica served for about eight months as chief of the town of 15,000 near Fresno, before
being fired in 2002 amid allegations of mismanagement; he argued his firing was political
retaliation.

PRETORIA, South Africad President Jacob Zuma capitulated to student demands

to freeze university tuition, as thousands of protesters massed outside his offices
in the biggest challenge to his African National Congress since white-minority rule
ended 21 years ago.

After meeting with student leaders on Friday, Mr. Zuma said in a televised address
from inside the Union Buildings in Pretoria that tuition wouldna rise this year. His
subordinates said it was too dangerous for him to address the crowd directly.

Outside, protesters only grew more angry when they realized Mr. Zuma wouldna
appear .

Students have balked at proposed increases they say would put higher education
out of reach for the country® poor and largely black majority.

After officialsslow-footed responses, including compromises on price hikes that
students say didna go far enough, gatherings by a few dozen students in Johannesburg
swelled to rallies of hundreds across more than a dozen campuses nationwide.

Outside the Union Buildings on Friday, students carried banners denouncing the
proposed tuition increases and sang liberation songs once leveled at the
country® apartheid-era white rulers.



Some set fire to tires and hurled rocks at police in riot gear lined up behind a high metal
fence. The police responded with a volley of stun grenades.

Once a symbol of white power, the Union Buildings were reclaimed for the black majority
by Nelson Mandela when he was sworn in as president there after South Africa® first

The ANC has governed ever since, winning easy electoral victories every five years on
its liberation legacy.

Dissatisfaction has mounted in recent years, but until now smaller protests were mostly
confined to poor townships on the periphery of South Africa& major cities.

The mass demonstration by middle-class students seems to have caught Mr. Zuma off
guard, said Judith February, a researcher in Cape Town at the Institute for Security
Studies.

Though South Africa spends more on education per capita than many developed
countries, few graduate from high school with the skills to secure a job. The finance
ministry said Wednesday that a third of the workforce is unemployed and that the current
economic growth rate of around 1.5% isn& enough to create jobs for them.

Meanwhile, a neglected electrical grid has caused power outages across the country this
year. In recent years, protesters in poor neighborhoods have torched public libraries
and barricaded roads over unfulfilled government promises to deliver infrastructure like
housing and sewage systems.

Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu sparked public uproar when on Wednesday he
claimed that the Mufti of Jerusalem, Haj Amin al-Husseini, was the one who planted the
idea of the extermination of European Jewry in Adolf Hitler& mind.

The Nazi ruler, Netanyahu said, had no intention of killing the Jews, but only to expel
them.

In a speech before the World Zionist Congress in Jerusalem, Netanyahu described
a meeting between Husseini and Hitler in November, 1941:

"Hitler didnd@ want to exterminate the Jews at the time, he wanted to expel the Jew. And
Haj Amin al-Husseini went to Hitler and said, df you expel them, theydl all come here (to
Palestine).6According to Netanyahu, Hitler then asked: "What should | do with them?"
and the mufti replied: "Burn them."

Netanyahu®& remarks were quick to spark a social media storm, though Netanyahu
made a similar claim during a Knesset speech in 2012, where he described the Husseini
as "one of the leading architects" of the final solution.

The claim that Husseini was the one to initiate the extermination of European Jewry had
been suggested by a number of historians at the fringes of Holocaust research, but was
rejected by most accepted scholars.



The argument concerning Husseini® role was recently mentioned in a book by Barry
Rubin and Wolfgang G. Schwanitz, "Nazis, Islamists, and the Making of the Modern
Middle East." The authors, like Netanyahu, draw a straight line between the mufti®
support of Hitler and the policy of the Palestinian Liberation Organization under Yasser
Arafat.

But even these two researchers do not claim that the dialogue described by
Netanyahu ever took place. They say Hitler reached the conclusion to exterminate
the Jews because of his desire to nurture Husseini, who opposed the transfer of
Jews to pre-state Israel.

Israeli democracy is sliding downwards. Sliding slowly, comfortably, but unmistakably.

Sliding where? Everybody knows that: towards an ultra-nationalist, racist, religious
society.

Who is leading the ride?



Why, the government, of course. This group of noisy nobodies which came to power at
the last elections, led by Binyamin Netanyahu.

Not really. Take all these big-mouthed little demagogues, the ministers of this or that (I
cand quite remember who is supposed to be minister for what) and shut them up
somewhere, and nothing will change. In 10 years from now, nobody will remember the
name of any of them.

If the government does not lead, who does? Perhaps the right-wing mob? Those
people we see on TV, with faces contorted by hatred, shouting "Death to the Arabs!" at
soccer matches until they are hoarse, or demonstrating after each violent incident in the
mixed Jewish-Arab towns "All Arabs are Terrorists! Kill them all!"

This mob can hold the same demonstrations tomorrow against somebody else: gays,
judges, feminists, whoever. It is not consistent. It cannot build a new system.

No, there is only one group in the country that is strong enough, cohesive
enough, determined enough to take over the state: the settlers.
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In the middle of last century, a towering historian, Arnold Toynbee, wrote a monumental
work. His central thesis was that civilizations are like human beings: they are born, grow
up, mature, age and die. This was not really new i the German historian Oswald
Spengler said something similar before him ("The Decline of the West"). But Toynbee,



being British, was much less metaphysical than his German predecessor, and tried to
draw practical conclusions.

Among Toynbee® many insights, there was one that should interest us now. It concerns
the process by which border districts attain power and take over the state.

Take for example, German history. German civilization grew and matured in the South,
next to France and Austria. A rich and cultured upper class spread across the country.
In the towns, the patrician bourgeoisie patronized writers and composers. Germans saw
themselves as a "people of poets and thinkers".

But in the course of centuries, the young and the energetic from the rich areas,
especially second sons who did not inherit anything, longed to carve out for themselves
new domains. They went to the Eastern border, conquered new lands from the Slavic
inhabitants and carved out new estates for themselves.

The Eastern land was called Mark Brandenburg. "Mark" means marches, borderland.
Under a line of able princes, they enlarged their state until Brandenburg became a
leading power. Not satisfied with that, one of the princes married a woman who brought
as her dowry a little Eastern kingdom called Prussia.

So the prince became a king, Brandenburg was joined to Prussia and enlarged itself by
war and diplomacy until Prussia ruled half of Germany.

The Prussian state, located in the middle of Europe, surrounded by strong neighbors,
had no natural borders i neither wide seas, nor high mountains, nor broad rivers. It was
just flat land. So the Prussian kings created an artificial border: a mighty army.

Count Mirabeau, the French statesman, famously said: "Other states have armies.
In Prussia, the army has a state." The Prussians themselves coined the phrase:
"The soldier is the first man in the state".

fiTheodor Herzl, The Founder Of Zionism And A Great Admirer Of Prussia,
Adopted This ldeal, Calling His Future Creation der Judenstaatd

Unlike most other countries, in Prussia the word "state" assumed an almost
sacred status. Theodor Herzl, the founder of Zionism and a great admirer of
Prussia, adopted this ideal, calling his future creation "Der Judenstaat" 1 the Jew-
State.

Toynbee, not being given to mysticism, found the earthly reason for this phenomenon of
civilized states being taken over by less civilized but hardier border people.

The Prussians had to fight. Conquer the land and annihilate part of its inhabitants, create
villages and towns, withstand counterattacks by resentful neighbors, Swedes, Poles and
Russians. They just had to be hardy.

At the same time, the people at the center led a much easier life. The burghers of
Frankfurt, Cologne, Munich and Nuremberg could take it easy, make money, read their
great poets, listen to their great composers. They could treat the primitive Prussians



with contempt. Until 1871 when they found themselves in a new German Reich
dominated by the Prussians, with a Prussian Kaiser.

This kind of process has happened in many countries throughout history. The periphery
becomes the center.

In ancient times, the Greek empire was not founded by the civilized citizens of a Greek
town like Athens, but by a leader from the Macedonian borderland, Alexander the Great.
Later, the Mediterranean empire was not set up by a civilized Greek city, but by a
peripheral Italian town called Rome.

A small German borderland in the South-East became the huge multi-national empire
called Austria (Osterreich, "Eastern Empire" in German) until it was occupied by the
Nazis and renamed Ostmark i Eastern Border area.

Examples abound.
Jewish history, both real and imagined, has its own examples.

When a stone-throwing boy from the Southern periphery by the name of David became
King of Israel, he moved his capital from the old town of Hebron to a new site, which he
had just conquered 1 Jerusalem. There he was far from all the cities in which a new
aristocracy had established itself and prospered.

Much later, in Roman times, the hardy borderland fighters from Galilee came down to
Jerusalem, by now a civilized patrician city, and imposed on the peaceful citizens a
crazy war against the infinitely superior Romans.

In vain did the Jewish king Agrippa, descendent of Herod the Great, try to stop them with
an impressive speech recorded by Flavius Josephus. The border people prevailed,
Judea revolted, the ("second") temple was destroyed, and the consequences could be
felt this week on the Temple Mount ("Haram al Sharif", the Holy Shrine in Arabic), where
Arab boys, imitators of David, threw stones at the Jewish imitators of Goliath.

In today® Israel, there is a clear distinction i and antagonism i between the affluent big
cities, like Tel Aviv, and the much poorer "periphery”, whose inhabitants are mostly the
descendents of immigrants from poor and backward Oriental countries.

This was not always so.

Before the founding of the State of Israel, the Jewish community in Palestine (called "the
Yishuv") was ruled by the Labor Party, which was dominated by the Kibbutzim, the
communal villages, many of which were located along the borders (one could say that
they actually constituted the "borders" of the Yishuv.) There a new race of hardy fighters
was born, while pampered city dwellers were despised.

In the new state, the Kibbutzim have become a mere shadow of themselves, and the
central cities have become the centers of civilization, envied and even hated by the
periphery.

That was the situation until recently. It is now changing rapidly.



AMore And More Of The Army And Pol

On the morrow of the 1967 Six-Day War, a new Israeli phenomenon raised its head: the
settlements in the newly occupied Palestinian territories. Their founders were "national-
religious" youth.

During the days of the Yishuv, the religious Zionists were rather despised.

They were a small minority. On the one hand, they were devoid of the revolutionary élan
of the secular, socialist Kibbutzim.

On the other hand, real orthodox Jews were not Zionists at all and condemned the whole
Zionist enterprise as a sin against God. (Was it not God who had condemned the Jews
to live in exile, dispersed among the nations, because of their sins?)

But after the conquests of 1967, the "national-religious" group suddenly became a
moving force. The conquest of the Temple Mount in East Jerusalem and all the other
biblical sites filled them with religious fervor. From being a marginal minority, they
became a powerful driving force.

They created the settlersbmovement and set up many dozens of new towns and villages
throughout the occupied West Bank and East Jerusalem.

With the energetic help of all successive Israeli governments, both left and right, they
grew and prospered. While the leftist "peace camp" degenerated and withered, they
spread their wings.

The "national-religious" party, once one of the most moderate forces in Israeli politics,
turned into the ultra-nationalist, almost fascist "Jewish Home" party. The settlers also
became a dominant force in the Likud party. They now control the government.

Avigdor Lieberman, a settler, leads an even more rightist party, in nominal opposition.
The star of the "center”, Yair Lapid, founded his party in the Ariel settlement and now
talks like an extreme rightist. Yitzhak Herzog, the leader of the Labor Party, tries feebly
to emulate them.

All of them now use settler-speak. They no longer talk of the West Bank, but use the
settler language: "Judea and Samaria".

Following Toynbee, | explain this phenomenon by the challenge posed by life on the
border.

Even when the situation is less tense than it is now, settlers face dangers. They are
surrounded by Arab villages and towns (or, rather, they interposed themselves in their
middle). They are exposed to stones and sporadic attacks on the highways and live
under constant army protection, while people in Israeli towns live a comfortable life.

Of course, not all settlers are fanatics. Many of them went to live in a settlement because
the government gave them, almost for nothing, a villa and garden they could not even
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dream of in Israel proper. Many of them are government employees with good salaries.
Many just like the view i all these picturesque Muslim minarets.

Many factories have left Israel proper, sold their land there for exorbitant sums and
received huge government subsidies for relocating to the West Bank. They employ, of
course, cheap Palestinian workers from the neighboring villages, free from legal
minimum wages or any labor laws. The Palestinians toil for them because no other work
is available.

But even these "comfort" settlers become extremists, in order to survive and defend their
homes, while people in Tel Aviv enjoy their cafes and theaters. Many of these old-timers
already hold a second passport, just in case. No wonder the settlers are taking over the
state.

The process is already well advanced. The new police chief is a kippah-wearing former
settler. So is the chief of the Secret Service. More and more of the army and police
officers are settlers. In the government and in the Knesset, the settlers wield a huge
influence.

Some 18 years ago, when my friends and | first declared an Israeli boycott of the
products of the settlements, we saw what was coming.

This is now the real battle for Israel.

A 66-year-old British man volunteering in the West Bank has been hospitalised after
being attacked by a gang of gun-wielding Israeli settlers hurling rocks at him.

David Amos, a retired publishing company worker, was struck in the head by a rock as
he tried to protect Palestinian farmers during the olive harvest.



He was evacuated from the area by ambulance and taken to a hospital in Nablus, where
he received five stitches.

He told The Independent the group of settlers came down a hill from the direction of the
Yizhar settlement towards Palestinian farmland near the village of Burin where he and
two other British women.

Mr Amos said that the settlers fired gunshots as they approached, causing him to sit on
the ground and yell to his colleagues to take cover.

Mr Amos said the settlers also set fire to under
by the time they threw the stone at me. They set fire to more trees and undergrowth as

we made our way away from the olive grove. They pursued us but they didné come and

A Palestinian farmer was also wounded by stone throwing in the same incident, Mr
Amos said.

Mr Amos said he would file a complaint with Israeli police even though such complaints
very rarely lead to indictments. Mr Amos, a Quaker, came to the West Bank with the
British group, the Olive Harvest Trust, which he says is an organisation committed to
nonviolence and to protecting Palestinian olive farmers.



Palestinian eye-witnesses claimed that the group of farmers was attacked and had
stones thrown at them.

According to a police statement, the Israelis claimed that the altercation began after
stones were thrown at a car belonging to an Israeli woman.

Ziv Stahl, Research Department Director, Yesh Di
olive harvest season, and Burin is a known friction area, where Yesh Din has

documented numerous violent incidents against Palestinian farmers. During this period

of high tension, we would expect that the Israeli security forces would be present on the

ground in order to prevent any escalation of violence and to protect the local population,

as they are obliged by law.

According to Israeli police, four Israeli citizens were arrested for disturbing the peace
after an altercation between them and Palestinian farmers who were harvesting olives in
Burin.
